Manual Control ON/OFF (Override Control)

Permanent Control ON/OFF

Set the hand lever O to »perm« = permanent control; turning the
control axis O in direction of arrow, the required permanent con-
trol ON or OFF can now be adjusted. Turning the hand lever to
»Auto« = Automatic Control, the permanent control is terminated.
The actual switch position is maintained until the next counterac-
ting command of the automatic program sequence is triggered. An
immediate correction can be carried out by means of the manual
control (override control).
